	» mounting optionally on busbars with set nuts or stud bolts

	» ideal for retrofitting existing low-voltage distributors; only one 100 mm strip 
space is required

	» completely shock-proof, protection category IP20

	» electronics protected against dirt and dripping water

Version for Front-operated Devices (GT100F)

	» like GT100, but with mounting space for a switch panel 
instrument up to 96x96 mm

	» for installation in free spaces next to the low voltage distribution

	» no strip space required on the busbar

	» power supply via connecting cable
